“And all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank of that spiritual Rock 

that followed them, and that Rock was Christ. (1 Cor 10:4) 

What an amazing illustration. The Bible says God in various times and in 

diverse ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets. God says I 

have multiplied visions; I have given symbols through the witness of the 

prophets but they all pointed to the Son, Jesus Christ. Jesus said You search 

the Scriptures and in them you think you have eternal life but these are 

they that testify of me. The spirit of prophecy is the testimony of Jesus 

Christ. And beginning at Moses and all the prophets He expounded all 

things concerning Himself. Here Paul refers to the Rock in Horeb as a type 

of Jesus Christ. When the Israelites complained about water, God told Mo-

ses to strike the Rock and out came streams of living water. Jesus Himself 

referred to Himself as that Rock. “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and 

drink. He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart will 

flow rivers of living water” (John 7:37-38). That’s why Moses couldn’t enter 

the Land because he ruined the prophecy. Instead of striking the Rock, this 

time he was to merely speak to the Rock to give to them the much needed 

water. Now, Whoever calls upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. Just 

as we trust in water for our life, so too we are to trust in the River of Life. 

“But certainly God has heard me;  He has attended to the 
voice of my prayer. Blessed be God, Who has not turned   
        away my prayer, nor His mercy from me”  [Ps 66:19-2]!
